Eligibility

There are no state residency requirements. While Public Relations Student Society of America (PRSSA) members are encouraged to apply, membership in PRSSA is not required.
An official nomination form must be

· Completed by the candidate as directed, signed by the candidate, and then signed by a faculty member or PRSSA Adviser.

· The entire application must be mailed or emailed to Yankee Chapter PRSA, and must arrive (not simply be postmarked) by the application deadline. Copies may be front and back.
The completed form must be accompanied by

· A letter of recommendation from a faculty member or PRSSA Adviser.

The application materials

· Must be typed.

· May not contain any information or documents other than those specified above.

· Should be carefully reviewed for typos, spelling and grammatical errors. Applications with excessive errors will be automatically disqualified.
